Proposed reconfiguration of Warfield Boulevard (SR710) in Indiantown

At the October 5, 2010 meeting of the Board of County Commissioners, the Board
raised concern over the initial proposal for the design of the section of SR71 0 as it
transitions through the Indiantown Community Redevelopment Area.

While understanding the importance of the designation of this roadway as a Strategic
Intermodal System, we are concerned that FOOT policy regarding Context Sensitive
design, as outlined in the FDOT Plans Preparation Manual, Design Controls, Context
Sensitive Solutions in Design, has not been fully explored in the case of the section of
SR710 as it passes through the central section of Indiantown.

For historical purposes I should relate the background to the Boards' concerns. The
Indiantown Community Redevelopment Plan was adopted, after substantial public
input by the Board in 2002. The Community Redevelopment Plan specifically mentions
that the central section of SR710 be designed with the context of Indiantown 'main
street' in mind. The Indiantown Community Redevelopment Plan sets out a roadway
section that reflects the community's unique characteristics, values and goals for
redevelopment. The Indiantown Community Redevelopment Vision Plan states the
following regarding the SR710 enhancement:

'The purpose is to transform and enhance the "main street" through
Indiantown by slowing the speeds ofthrough traffic, creating a pedestrian
friendly town conducive to shopping and socializing, and creating a
pleasant atmosphere for working and living nearby.. '



A copy of the Indiantown Community Redevelopment Plan is available on the
Community Redevelopment Department's webpage at www.martin.tlus.

Earlier this year, County staff engaged the community and solicited input regarding the
design of SR710. The NOW Visioning report included as a supplemental, community
response to FDOT proposals for the design of SR710 (available at
www.nowvisioning.com). The NOW Visioning report, including the discussion relating
to SR710, was accepted by the local Neighborhood Advisory Committee, the
Community Redevelopment Agency and the Board of County Commissioners. The
findings of the report showed that the community overwhelmingly supported the
original Community Redevelopment Plan SR710 section over the proposed FDOT
roadway design sections.

We are also concerned regarding the model on which the traffic data for the SR 710
PD&E study has been based. The Project Team for the 2035 Regional Long Range
Transpol't!ltion Plan (RLRTP) has found that the 2030 model appears to have some
inaccuracies in the traffic data. In some cases, there seems to be high number of trips
coming from the northwestern part of Palm Beach County into Martin County. The
consultant of the 2035 RLRTP has been working to fix these inaccuracies, and the 2035
RLRTP is scheduled to be adopted in January, 20II. We would request that these data
are taken into account in the roadway requirement ~balance' between the Strategic
Intermodal System and the Context Sensitivity of this roadway as it affects the
Indiantown community.

The Martin County Board of County Commissioners, together with the Martin County
Community Redevelopment Agency, are therefore requesting, based on the balancing
of safety, mobility, FDOT Policy and Community Vision issues, that a design, that is
flexible to local context and the adopted community redevelopment plan, be developed
for the section of SR710 as it transitions through the center of the Indiantown
Community Redevelopment Area.

The Florida Department of Transportation (Department) has received your November 15, 2010 letter regarding your
concems about maintaining the Integrity of the Indiantown Community Redevelopment Plan. The Department has
evaluated those concerns and offers the following.

The Department does concur that the Redevelopment plan has a vital role In the future of the Indiantown commlD'l1ty
and Is interested In partnering with the County to implement It to the greatest extent possible. At the Indiantown
Vision Plan Workshop held on April 16th and 17th of this year, the Department conducted a presentation on the
corridor alignment alternatives produced to date, to solicit comments from the community. The Information provided
at this meeting was well received by the attendees.

The project's PD&E Study Is stili In the beginning stages of development and Involves both Indiantown downtown and
altemate corridor alignments. The highest level of documentation known as the Environmental Impact Statement
(EIS) was proposed by the FOOT and concurred with by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA). this EIS must
be completed and approved by the FHWA before the project can move on to design. The PD&E study will take a
number of years to complete and will Involve coordination with the Martin County Board of County Commissioners,
Metropolitan Planning Organization, Community Redevelopment Agency, Neighborhood Advisory Committee, other
departments and environmental agencies, property owners and the general public. A number of workshops will be
held with the Indiantown community to solicit ideas and comments regarding this project.

Regarding traffic projections, this project will use the 2035 Regional Long Range Transportation Plan and this PD&E
Study will be on hold until the Plan Is approved.

This project presents all of us with the unique challenge of balancing the Indiantown Community Redevelopment
Plan, and the needs of the community, with the requirements of the Strategic Intermodal System The PD&E process
is providing the Department and the stakeholders with the opportunity to coordinate so that this challenge can be met
