The funds for the bus shelter program were originally from a Martin MPO Bike, Ped, and Shelter Box Fund
(FM#405547.l). FDOT informed the MPO staff that the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) flexed these funds to
the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) for the implementation of the project, as bus shelters are considered a transit
project.

ISSUES

Prior to bidding out the shelters, Staff is requesting a recommendation from the MPO Board to the Martin County Board
of County Commissioners on the design. The attached drawing (which would also include a garbage receptacle) shows a
uniform concept for the bus shelters throughout the County, which would be more cost effective. Both the CAC and TAC
liked the idea of ads on one side of the shelter as a form of generating revenue, to pay for the maintenance of the Shelters.
The advisory committees wanted the other side of the ad to show a system map. The TAC recommended an Adopt a
Shelter Program to assist with the maintenance, and supported promotion of the program through public service
announcements.

Once the Martin County Board of County Commissioners (as the designated recipient of the FTA grant) approves the
uniform design, the shelters will be put out for bid.
